• Teach and support volunteer puppy raisers through training challenges and basic obedience. 
• Develop and implement humane, evidence-based training plans. 
• Assess puppy progress and maintain accurate digital records. 
• Onboard volunteers and coordinate puppy-sits. 
• Collaborate with the Adoptions Team for released dogs.

• Commitment to ethical training practices and canine welfare. 
• Knowledge of canine development and behavior. 
• Strong communication and interpersonal skills. 
• Organizational and time-management skills. 
• Experience teaching group classes and creating behavior plans preferred. 
• Certifications such as KPA-CTP, Fear Free, or IAABC are considered an asset.
